
How to coil up excess cable at fiber optic

For SINGLE cable additon kit installation, replace all ten bolts inserted in the closure cover with the ten bolts

supplied with the 2181-LS or 2181-LS/FR cable addition kit.

The rule is to coil the fiber once after each splicing and heat shrinking of one or several optical fibers in fiber

optic sleeve or optical fibers in a branch direction optical cable.
