This code is based upon the type of box, wires, wire sizes, wire clamps and conduit fittings. Adjustments are

made for the ground wire as you will see in the table below.

A typical distribution assembly of an 8 or 10 wire system consists of a Distribution Harness, Jumper, and

Receptacle(s) with optional Floor and Ceiling Power Entries.
